Bishopstone–
At some point between 1130 & 1430 on 1/11 gun licence was stolen from gamekeepers vehicle whilst busy at the shoot.
Dinton–

At 0148 on 11/11 some undesirables commemorated Armistace by attempting to break into Drews. Thankfully they were disturbed by the owners and enquiries are on going to trace the vehicle used at the time.
Netherhampton-
Overnight 10/11 – 11/11 some undesirables broke into an outbuilding and carefully lined up the power tools within on the ground. Fortunately they must have been disturbed as left in situ.
Barford St Martin-
Overnight 17/11-18/11 someone entered an insecure front door and stole some discarded grubby work trousers which in turn had a phone and wallet in the pockets. Grubby work trousers found next day outside minus phone and wallet.
During the daytime on the 19th another property had an attempted break in where the rear UPVC double doors had the handle pulled away but thankfully no entry gained.  

Alvediston-
Overnight 22/11 – 23/11 heathens have broken into an outbuilding at Farm premises. A quantity of tools stolen to value of £4000. 

Bowerchalke- 
Overnight 25/11 -26/11 more miscreants have entered some old barns and stolen some sugar beet pellets and bottle of fly treatment. If you see them they won’t have any flies on them. Boom Boom.

29th November overnight TROW FARM, ALVERDISTON vehicle driven all over farmland
